The area is served by a wealth of good food outlets, coffee shops, family 

friendly pubs and top-notch restaurants all priding themselves on their use 

of local produce.  Here are just a few, most of which we have tried and 

tested, and whilst this guide cannot be taken as a recommendation, we’ve 

been happy with the quality and service provided. 

Good Food Outlets 

The Pantry Deli, Bamburgh, NE69 7BW – Julie makes some great sandwiches and 
Seahouses Kippers in a bun to order or pre–order for beach picnics and days out. You 
can also find a large selection of locally sourced products from cheese, preserves and 
chutneys, local honey, teas and coffees.   
 
Swallow Fish, Seahouses, NE68 7RB – Based in The Fisherman’s kitchen in 
Seahouses, as well as smoked produce, Swallowfish also offer a wide range of 
seasonal fish from the North Sea and provided by a close network of trusted suppliers.  
 
Turnbull’s Northumbrian Food Hall, Alnwick, NE66 2DJ - A reputation for producing 
‘top notch’ Pies & Pastries, all cooked on the premises and made with Turnbull’s finest 
Quality Meats.  Pick up breakfast and lunch or a homemade ready meal to bring back 
to the caravan.  You will also find a large range of Deli products as well as local beer & 
spirits. 

Coffee Shops 

The Courtyard Coffee Shop, Beadnell, NE67 5AT – Open daily from 8.30am, serving 

breakfast, lunch and a selection of homemade cakes and bakes with daily specials also 

available. 

Bertrams, Warkworth, NE65 0XB – Serving an all-day menu from 9.00am to 4.30pm 

featuring breakfast and lunch options as well as a delicious selection of home made 

baking. From 5.30pm they transition into a bistro, serving dishes thoughtfully 

prepared with locally sourced ingredients. 

Nelsons at the Park, Swarland, NE65 9BQ – A light and airy dining area with plenty 
of indoor and outdoor seating.  Family and dog friendly, next to a children’s play area, 
tennis courts and bowling green, an ideal location to enjoy with the children.  Serving 
breakfast, lunch, afternoon tea, coffee and cake. 
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Old Stables Tea room, Alnwick, NE66 2LB - A family-run tearoom with a cosy 
ambience in the quaint surroundings of a converted stable. The commitment to 
producing only the freshest food means this is not a fast-food venue but is well worth 
the wait. Serving a variety of homemade cakes and light bites (Sandwiches, soup, 
quiche, and toasties). 

Family Friendly Pubs 

The Victoria Hotel, Bamburgh, NE69 7BP – Relax in the hotels bar serving an 

extensive menu complimented by a selection of fine wines and beers that can be 

enjoyed all day.  Light bites along with the main menu and junior menu are served from 

12pm, and your four legged friends are welcome to join you too.  

The Horse Shoes Inn, Rennington, NE66 3RS - A traditional family run pub and 
restaurant in a former Blacksmiths. Serving food daily from 12 noon using the finest 
Northumbrian produce.  Pub classics include fish and chips and homemade pies to 
various dishes showcased on the specials board. 

The Pack Horse Inn, Ellingham, NE67 5HA - A traditional English country pub serving 
excellent pub food and delicious well-kept beer.  Food is freshly pre-pared daily using 
the best locally sourced ingredients.  Dog friendly bar and snug areas for drinkers and 
diners alike. 

Top Notch Restaurants 

 
The Potted Lobster, Bamburgh, NE69 7BS - Offering a unique and relaxed dining 

experience with a menu packed with fresh, locally sourced seafood. Quality is at the 

heart of everything they do, serving up simple yet delicious flavours using only the 

freshest ingredients sourced from around the coastline. 

Sonnet Restaurant, Alnwick, NE66 1PR – A new restaurant concept offering a 

wonderful food journey.  Serving a 14 course tasting menu focused on the best quality 

ingredients with the emphasis being on simplicity. 

The Tempus at Charlton Hall, NE67 5DZ – Boutique bar and restaurant, their a la 

carte menu evolves with the seasons, offering a delightful dining experience.  If its 

traditional comfort you seek, the Tempus Classics feature familiar favourites such as 

fish & chips, pie of the day, and a selection of three steak cuts.

The Creel & Reel Seafood Trailer, Links Car Park, Bamburgh, NE69 7AX - Using 

local suppliers for fish, meat and vegetables, ingredients are cooked up to create simple, but 

great tasting dishes. 

 

Embers, Wood Fired Pizza, Embleton, NE66 3DW – Delicious wood fired pizzas are 
made, cooked in and sold from a re-purposed shipping container using local 
ingredients. 

 

Bait at Bamburgh, Beach Car Park, Bamburgh, NE67 5EE - Beach café-style food 
from a container bordering the sand dunes of Beadnell Bay.  Evening suppers change 
each night but local lobster served with garlic and herb butter and chips always pop up 
on a Thursday evening. 

 
Takeaways  

Lewis’s Fish Restaurant, Seahouses, NE68 7RQ – A traditional family run fish and 

chip shop but also offering specials often including Crab n Fries, Lobster Bites and 

Panko Squid Rings. 

Sherkhan of Alnwick, NE66 1HP – With a flavourful and diverse menu offering Indian 
and Asian food, their menu caters for everyone’s taste pallet from mild to hot with vegan 
options also available. 

 
Leo Alnwick, NE66 1LA – Brand new Pan-Asian restaurant in Alnwick led by the
